I. Call to order:
A quorum was established. Skinner Louis, Chairperson called the meeting to order at 8:37 a.m. 
II. Public Comments:  The floor was open for public comments.  There were no public comments.

It is the county monitoring our use of the agencies that complete the form self-certifying that they meet the criteria set forth by the National Chamber of Commerce.  This Resolution is not competitive of the M/WBE program or the SDV program it is a monitoring and tracking of data.  
Elena Crosby questioned if this is considered additional/optional data will it be tracked also as M/WBE data.

Cristina Berrios explained that this data would be tracked separately by Business Development Division
