01/28/21:  Eric Dunlap, General Counsel, Orange County Sheriff’s Office, presented and submitted evidence as set forth in the Complaint and Notice of Hearing and Consent Agreement.  The Respondent’s Registered Agent, Jing Ma, waived the Respondent’s appearance and was not present.
Order:
Based upon the foregoing Findings of Fact and Conclusions of Law, it is hereby ORDERED:

The Consent Agreement entered into between Petitioner and Respondent is hereby adopted and approved by the Nuisance Abatement Board, the terms are incorporated within this Order as though fully set forth, and the Parties shall comply with all the terms of the Consent Agreement.
Either party may petition the NAB for amendment or relief from the provisions of this Order.
The NAB retains jurisdiction of the property for one year from the effective date of this Order.

Update on status of the property
01/28/21:  Ann Marie Delahunty, General Counsel, Orange County Sheriff’s Office, gave the Board an update regarding compliance with the Board’s Ordered closure of the property.  The Respondent, Catherine Le was present and sworn in.  Attorney for Respondent, Christopher Turner was also present.
The Respondent’s Attorney informed the Board that the Respondent has a potential new Tenant and requested re-opening.  After discussion, the Board offered suggestions and asked the Orange County Sheriff’s Office to make recommendations prior to re-opening the property, including a plan with specific conditions and vetting of a prospective Tenant prior to occupancy.  Attorney Dan Mantzaris, Counselor to the Board, clarified actions which can be taken by the Board in reference to jurisdiction and the Order currently in place.
Order:
Based upon the foregoing Findings of Fact and Conclusions of Law, it is hereby ORDERED and ADJUDGED:
The closure Order issued on September 25, 2020, and filed in the public records, DOC # 20200509794, is released and Respondent may open a business on the premises subject to the conditions of this Order.  The conditions in this Order shall expire when the Board’s jurisdiction over the premises expires on September 25, 2021.

Respondent shall provide the Orange County Sheriff's Office with the name and address of the potential Tenant(s) for vetting.  If the Tenant was a Respondent in an NAB complaint resulting in a finding of a public nuisance or a Defendant in a criminal action resulting in a conviction involving drugs, prostitution, dealing in stolen property, or violent felonies, the Tenant shall be disqualified to operate a business on the premises.
Any lease to rent the property shall be in writing and shall contain the provisions outlined in this Order.
Respondent shall install and maintain surveillance equipment both inside and outside the premises in consultation with the Orange County Sheriff's Office.  The system shall be hooked up to high-speed internet to allow remote viewing by law enforcement.  Respondent shall provide the Orange County Sheriff’s Office with access to said cameras.
Respondent shall post a sign stating “Warning! 24-Hour Surveillance Cameras” in conspicuous locations on the premises.
Respondent shall immediately notify the Nuisance Abatement Coordinator if the web site goes down, goes offline, or otherwise stops working or if any camera becomes inoperable.  Respondent will work to immediately restore the website and/or cameras and contact the Nuisance Abatement Coordinator within 24 hours of repair.

Respondent shall make best efforts to prohibit prostitution, sale and delivery of controlled substances, and possession and usage of controlled substances on the premises and shall report said activity to law enforcement.
Respondent shall prohibit loitering on the premises and trespass loiterers.
Respondent shall post “No Trespassing” signs on the premises in conspicuous locations.  Signs should not be more than 500 feet apart and in letters not less than 2 inches in height.  The Tenant’s name must be on the signs.  Any sign removed, altered, or defaced must be immediately replaced.

Respondent shall require her Tenant to sign up with the Orange County Sheriff’s Office’s Operation Trespass Program.
Respondent shall require her Tenant conduct criminal background checks for any prospective employee or volunteer and no person with a conviction of any drug related offense or prostitution within the last 5-years shall be allowed to work or volunteer on the premises.

Respondent shall require her Tenant to keep an up to date list of all employees and volunteers and make that list available to law enforcement upon request.

Respondent shall require her Tenant to cooperate with law enforcement in its compliance checks of the premises.
A certified copy of this order shall be recorded in the public records of Orange County and thereafter shall constitute notice to any subsequent purchasers, successors in interest or assigns and the findings herein shall be binding upon the owner and any subsequent purchasers, successors in interest or assigns.

The case shall be brought before the Board at its March 25, 2021, meeting for a status check.

The Board retains jurisdiction of the property through September 25, 2021.
