Interlocal Agreement with FDOT E-Verify Addendum

On April 7, 2009, the Orange County Board of County Commissioners approved
Interlocal Agreement DS5-09-01 between the State of Florida Department of
Transportation and Orange County for the installation of Intelligent Transportation
System components (Agreement). The Agreement allows Orange County to install
Intelligent Transportation System components along SR 434 (Alafaya Trail) and SR 50
(East Colonial Drive), which are required to mitigate the traffic impacts of the football
stadium at the University of Central Florida. The estimated project cost is $682,000,
which is entirely funded by the State University System of Florida specifically for this
project.

The Public Works Traffic Engineering Division and the Attorney’s Office have
completed the review of the attached E-Verify Addendum to the Agreement. The
Agreement expires on April 20, 2011, and this addendum will allow the agreement to
be extended to complete all components of the project.

~ which authorized Orange County to participate in the State' Revolving Fund-Loan Program for
| the Holden- Herghts Commumty Improvement Wastewater Collection System Project, which
was desrgnated by the State of Florida Department of Environmental Protection (FDEP) as
bemg eligible to receive fundlng under the SRF Loan Program

: .FDEP and Orange County entered into a State Revolving Fund Loan Agreement Number
WW692150, authorizing a loan amount of $8,035,612 at 2.63% annual interest, to be repaid in

40 equal semiannual payments of $274,628. However, the actual Phase lll project costs were
less than the amount of the original loan. Based on the revised project cost, the loan amount
‘has been reduced by $1,727,458 to $6,308,154. lncludlng unpaid capitalized interest of
$232,765.66, the total amount to be repaid is $6,540,919.66 pius interest. After adjusting for

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AMENDMENT 1 TO LOAN AGREEMENT WW692150
ORANGE COUNTY

This amendment is executed by the FLORIDA WATER POLLUTION CONTROL FINANCING
CORPORATION (the “Corporation”) and ORANGE COUNTY, FLORIDA, (the “Local
Borrower”) existing as a Local Borrower agency under the laws of the State of Florida.

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, the Corporation and the Local Borrower entered into a Clean Water State
Revolving Fund Loan Agreement, Number WW692150, authorizing a Loan amount of
$8,035,612, excluding Capitalized Interest; and

WHEREAS, the Loan Amount and Project costs need adjustment to reflect actual costs; and

WHEREAS, the Semiannual Loan Payment amount needs revision to reflect adjustment of
project costs and the three Semiannual Loan Payments received by the Department from the
Local Government; and

WHEREAS, revised provisions for audit and monitoring are needed; and
NOW, THEREFORE, the parties hereto agree as follows:

1. The Loan amount is hereby reduced by $1,727,458, and the adjusted total disbursed
amount for this loan is $6,308,154. .

2. The Loan Service Fee for this Loan is $160,712 and was paid upon execution of the
loan.

3. The total amount to repay by the Local Borrower is $6,701,631.66, which consists of
$6,308,154.00 disbursed to the Local Borrower, $232,765.66 of accrued Capitalized Interest and -
$160,712.00 of service fee charges.

4. The total amount remaining to repay which amount accounts for the Department's
receipt of three Semiannual Loan Payments is $5,958,314.60, consisting of unpaid principal of
the Loan at a Financing Rate of 2.63 percent per annum (the interest rate is 1.315 percent per
annum, and the Grant Allocation Assessment rate is 1.315 percent per annum).

5. The Semiannual Loan Payment amount, adjusted to account for repayments
received to date, is hereby revised and shall be in the amount of $204,411.86. Such payments
shall be received by the Trustee on July 15, 2011 and semiannually thereafter on January 15 and
July 15 of each year until all amounts due hereunder have been fully paid.

6. Section 2.04 of the Agreement is hereby deleted and replaced as follows:

The Local Borrower agrees to the following audit and monitoring requirements.
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(1) The financial assistance authorized pursuant to this Loan Agreement consists of the
following:

(2) Audits.

(a) In the event that the Local Borrower expends $500,000 or more in Federal awards in
its fiscal year, the Local Borrower must have a single or program-specific audit conducted in
accordance with the provisions of OMB Circular A-133, as revised. Subsection 2.04(1) of this
Agreement indicates that Federal funds are awarded through the Department by this
Agreement. In determining the Federal awards expended in its fiscal year, the Local Borrower
shall consider all sources of Federal awards, including Federal resources received from the
Department of Environmental Protection. The determination of amounts of Federal awards
expended should be in accordance with the guidelines established by OMB Circular A-133, as
revised. An audit of the Local Borrower conducted by the Auditor General in accordance with
the provisions of OMB Circular A-133, as revised, will meet the requirements of this part.

(b) In connection with the audit requirements addressed in the preceding paragraph (a),
the Local Borrower shall fulfill the requirements relative to auditee responsibilities as provided
in Subpart C of OMB Circular A-133, as revised.

(c) If the Local Borrower expends less than $500,000 in Federal awards in its fiscal year,
an audit conducted in accordance with the provisions of OMB Circular A-133, as revised, is not
required. The Local Borrower shall inform the Department of findings and recommendations
pertaining to the State Revolving Fund in audits conducted by the Local Borrower in which the
$500,000 threshold has not been met. In the event that the Local Borrower expends less than
$500,000 in Federal awards in its fiscal year and elects to have an audit conducted in accordance
with the provisions of OMB Circular A-133, as revised, the cost of the audit must be paid from
non-Federal resources (i.e., the cost of such an audit must be paid from Local Borrower
resources obtained from other than Federal entities).

(d) The Local Borrower may access information regarding the Catalog of Federal
Domestic Assistance (CFDA) via the internet at www.cfda.gov/index?cck=1&au=&ck=.

(3) Report Submission.

(a) Copies of reporting packages for audits conducted in accordance with OMB Circular
A-133, as revised, and required by Subsection 2.04(2) of this Agreement shall be submitted,
when required by Section .320 (d), OMB Circular A-133, as revised, by or on behalf of the Local
Borrower directly to each of the following:

(iii) Other Federal agencies and pass-through entities in accordance with Sections
.320(e) and (f), OMB Circular A-133, as revised.

(b) Pursuant to Section .320(f), OMB Circular A-133, as revised, the Local Borrower shall
submit a copy of the reporting package described in Section .320(c), OMB Circular A-133, as
revised, and any management letters issued by the auditor, to the Department at the address
listed under Subsection 2.04(3)(a) of this Agreement.

(c) Any reports, management letters, or other information required to be submitted to
the Department pursuant to this Agreement shall be submitted timely in accordance with OMB
Circular A-133, Florida Statutes, or Chapters 10.550 (local governmental entities) or 10.650
(nonprofit and for-profit organizations), Rules of the Auditor General, as applicable.

(d) Local Borrowers, when submitting financial reporting packages to the Department
for audits done in accordance with OMB Circular A-133, or Chapters 10.550 (local
governmental entities) or 10.650 (nonprofit and for-profit organizations), Rules of the Auditor
General, should indicate the date that the reporting package was delivered to the Local
Borrower in correspondence accompanying the reporting package.

(4) Project-Specific Audit.

Within 12 months after the amendment establishing final Project costs, the Local
Borrower shall submit to the Department a Project-specific audit report for the Loan related -
revenues and expenditures. The audit shall address Loan disbursements received, Project
expenditures, and compliance with Loan Agreement covenants. The Local Borrower shall
cause the auditor to notify the Department immediately if anything comes to the auditor's
attention during the examination of records that would constitute a default under the Loan
Agreement. The audit findings shall set aside or question any costs that are unallowable under
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Chapter 62-503, Florida Administrative Code. A final determination of whether such costs are
allowed shall be made by the Department.

(5) Record Retention.

The Local Borrower shall retain sufficient records demonstrating its compliance with the
terms of this Agreement for a period of five years from the date the audit report is issued, and
shall allow the Department, or its designee, Chief Financial Officer, or Auditor General access
to such records upon request. The Local Borrower shall ensure that audit working papers are
made available to the Department, or its designee, Chief Financial Officer, or Auditor General
upon request for a period of five years from the date the audit report is issued, unless extended
in writing by the Department.

The Local Borrower is hereby advised that the Federal and/ or Florida Single Audit Act
Requirements may further apply to lower tier transactions that may be a result of this
Agreement. For federal financial assistance, the Local Borrower shall utilize the guidance
provided under OMB Circular A-133, Subpart B, Section ___.210 for determining whether the
relationship represents that of a subrecipient or vendor.

The Local Borrower should confer with its chief financial officer, audit director or
contact the Department for assistance with questions pertaining to the applicability of these
requirements,

In addition, the Local Borrower agrees to complete and submit the Certification of
Applicability to Single Audit Act Reporting, Attachment A, attached hereto and made a part
hereof, within four (4) months following the end of the Local Borrower’s fiscal year.
Attachment A should be submitted to the Department’s Grants Development and Review
Manager at 3900 Commonwealth Boulevard, Mail Station 93, Tallahassee, Florida 32399-3000.
The Grants Development and Review Manager is available to answer any questions at
(850) 245-2361.

(6) Monitoring.

In addition to reviews of audits conducted in accordance with OMB Circular A-133, as
revised (see audit requirements above), monitoring procedures may include, but not be limited
to, on-site visits by Department staff, limited scope audits as defined by OMB Circular A-133, as
revised, and/ or other procedures. By entering into this Agreement, the Local Borrower agrees
to comply and cooperate with any monitoring procedures/ processes deemed appropriate by
the Department. In the event the Department determines that a limited scope audit of the Local
Borrower is appropriate, the Local Borrower agrees to comply with any additional instructions
provided by the Department to the Local Borrower regarding such audit. The Local Borrower
further agrees to comply and cooperate with any inspections, reviews, investigations, or audits
deemed necessary by the Chief Financial Officer or Auditor General.

7. Section 8.02 of the Agreement is deleted and replaced as follows:
Books, records, reports, engineering documents, contract documents, and papers shall

be available to the authorized representatives of the Department and the U.S. Environmental
Protection Agency's Inspector General for inspection at any reasonable time after the Local
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Government has received a disbursement and until five years after the date that the Project-
specific audit report, required under Subsection 2.04(4), is issued.

8. Project Costs are revised as follows:

The Local Borrower, the Corporation, and the Department acknowledge that changes in
Project costs may occur as a result of the Local Borrower’s Project audit or a Department audit
pursuant to Chapter 62-503 of the Florida Administrative Code. Unless this Agreement is
amended subsequent to an audit, the following Project disbursements shall be final.

9. The Project-specific audit required under Subsection 2.04(4) of the Agreement shall
be submitted within twelve months after the effective date of this amendment.

10. All other terms and provisions of the Loan Agreement shall remain in effect.

My office has recently had the pleasure of speaking to Mr. Bill Kahn, a long time resident
and business professional in Orange County who has done extensive research regarding
mental health care systems in Orange County and the State of Florida.

Mr. Kahn was educated at the University of Florida in Electronics and Ohio State in

Nuclear Physics; and served as a Captain in Air Force working in nuclear field. Since

retiring after thirty-five years with Lockheed-Martin he has become an advocate for those
with diminished mental and physical abilities.

His volunteer efforts led Mr. Kahn to educate himself on the current resources available
both in Orange County and the State of Florida. Mr. Kahn now hopes to be a catalyst for
continuing discussions on improving how mental health care is offered and delivered in

Orange County.

He has put together a brief presentation with the objective to develop an optimized
Mental Health program as an integrated system, to service more people than is presently
being done.

In an effort to acknowledge and address the needs of a diverse population and to
ensure fairness in providing benefits access to Orange County employees and
retirees, approval is requested to extend benefits to same-sex domestic partners
and their dependents.

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ORANGE COUNTY GOVERNMENT
DOMESTIC PARTNER BENEFIT PROGRAM

It is the intent of Orange County to extend same-sex domestic partner benefits to eligible employees in accordance with
the established guidelines within specific benefit plan designs. An employee who seeks benefits for a domestic partner or
a dependent of a domestic partner must adhere to the criteria defined in the Orange County Declaration of Domestic

Partnership.

Criteria:

The term "domestic partner” shall mean a person whose status as a domestic partner has been verified by Orange
County and who has executed and provided the County with a notarized Orange County Declaration of Domestic
Partnership affidavit which states and gives proof that the domestic partners:

» Mutually agree that they are and have been in a committed, serious, long-term relationship with each other and
intend to remain so indefinitely;

» Are of the same sex and are at least 18 years of age and mentally competent to consent to a domestic
partnership relationship;

e Are not married or legally separated to/from anyone else or in a domestic partner relationship with anyone other
than the person with whom a Declaration of Domestic Partnership is being executed within Orange County
Government,

« Are not related by blood to a degree of closeness that would prohibit legal marriage (i.e. siblings or first cousins);

» Have shared the same primary residence for at least six consecutive months with each other, and will continue to
do so;

« Consider each other to be a member of each other's immediate family; and

« Are jointly responsible for each other’s financial welfare and basic living expenses such as food, shelter, and
common necessities of life.

In order to prove financial interdependence, at least two (2) different types of evidence from the list below must be
submitted. At least one of the documents must reflect joint responsibility for no less than six (6) months prior to
submission.

« Common ownership of real property or common leasehold interest in property as shown on deed or lease
documents

« Joint checking account as shown on current bank statements

» Joint credit cards (current credit card billing statements)

e Proof of shared living expenses

» Beneficiary form for life insurance or retirement benefits designating domestic partner as primary beneficiary
s Proof of joint ownership of a motor vehicle

o Designation of partner in a Power of Attorney/Health Care Power of Attorney

o Status of authorized signatory on partner's bank accounts, credit cards or charge cards

+ Joint insurance policy (car, property, or homeowners insurance)

+ Redacted copy of the front and signature pages of the most recent jointly filed tax return
