Utilizing an A-2 property for a landscaping business is not a permitted use without approval from the Board of Zoning Adjustment.  Parking and/or storage of dual rear wheeled vehicle(s) is not a permitted use in residential or agricultural districts.  


Converting a single family residence into office space is not a permitted use in A-2 zoned properties.  Storage of commercial equipment is not a permitted use on A-2 zoned properties.  Open and outside storage of trash, junk and debris is not permitted.
