A Negotiated Agreement between the County, Respondent and new owner is being presented for ratification by the Code Enforcement Board.  The reduced fine of $800.00 shall be paid at closing, which must occur within 10 days of the Code Enforcement Board approval; if the fine is not paid by the ordered closing date this agreement shall be void.  The new owner shall correct the violation(s) and call for an inspection by the Code Enforcement Officer within 45 days of the closing; if the violation(s) remain uncorrected by the ordered date this agreement shall be void.  The County shall release the lien, upon verification of receipt of payment, change in ownership, correction of the violation(s) and issuance of the required Affidavit of Compliance by the Code Enforcement Officer.  Should this agreement become void for failure to meet the ordered terms the fine will revert to its original amount, continue to accrue and the lien will remain in place.
